The Planning and Development
Committee has an oversight responsibility for the commercial on-street parking program. The
Community Development Block Grant Program where we are extremely ably assisted by the Citizens
Advisory Committee. We also are responsible for economic development and the off-street parking
program, physical planning, public construction and the zoning code. I'll be the Vice Chair of the Finance
Committee. All | can say about that committee is that the more minds we bring to bear on municipal
finances, the better because collectively with our able staff, we will get it right. Finally, I'll be a member
of the Administrative Services Committee.
