COUNCIL UPDATE JULY 20, 2018

1. LEGISLATION
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CRA Ordinance, Fourth Reading. This legislation implements Sections 3735.65
through 3735.70 of the Ohio Revised Code, establishing and describing the
boundaries of a community reinvestment area in the City of Cleveland Heights,

State of Ohio, designating a housing officer to administer the program, and creating
a community reinvestment housing council and a tax incentive review council. As
discussed in the Planning and Development Committee, this will have a fourth
reading.

Meadowbrook Lee MOU, Second Reading. This legislation authorizes the City
Manager to negotiate a non-binding Memorandum of Understanding with Cedar

Lee Connection, LLC, concerning the Meadowbrook & Lee development.

Ohio Historic Preservation Tax Credit Pipeline, Second Reading. This legislation

authorizes the City Manager to apply for a grant through the Ohio Historic
Preservation Tax Credit Pipeline Initiative to nominate a five-building historic
district at Taylor Road and Superior Park Road, historically known as “Stadium
Square,” including 1932-46 S. Taylor Road (PPN 684-27-001), 1912-26 S. Taylor Road
(PPN 684-26-012), 1908 S. Taylor Road (PPN 684-26-011), 3433 Superior Park Drive
(PPN 684-26-013), and 3440 Superior Park Drive (PPN 684-27-009).

Cedar Lee SID Resolution of Necessity. This legislation declares the necessity of

implementing a public services plan for the Cedar Lee Special Improvement District.

Cedar Lee SID Assessment Equalization Board. This legislation appoints an

Assessment Equalization Board to hear objections relative to the estimated
assessments for public services plans for the Cedar Lee Special Improvement
District.
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Objecting to 2018-2019 Liquor Renewal KS Klub. This legislation objects to the
renewal of all current liquor permits issued by the Ohio Department of Commerce,
Division of Liquor Control to KS Klub, LLC dba B Side Liquor Lounge & Arcade, 2785
Euclid Heights Blvd., Cleveland Heights, Ohio 44106 and requesting that a hearing
on the issue of renewal be held in Cuyahoga County, Ohio.

Objecting to 2018-2019 Liquor Renewal Hookah. This legislation objects to the
renewal of all current liquor permits issued by the Ohio Department of Commerce,
Division of Liquor Control to Zooz Limited dba City & East Hookah Bar, 2781 Euclid
Heights Blvd., Cleveland Heights, Ohio 44106 and requesting that a hearing on the

issue of renewal be held in Cuyahoga County, Ohio.

State Bicycle Route 80 Resolution. This legislation expresses approval and support

for the development of State Bicycle Route 80.

Tucker Ellis. This legislation authorizes the City Manager to enter an agreement
with Tucker Ellis LLP to serve as counsel to the City in connection with the
Meadowbrook & Lee development.

3. HEIGHTS CITIZENS FOR MUNICIPAL BROADBAND

Staff had a productive meeting with the Heights Citizens for Municipal
Broadband group. We shared information regarding the City’s efforts to date
with installing fiber along the Mayfield corridor in anticipation of the innovation
district planning called for in the Master Plan; and some helpful information for
the group regarding City’s finances with respect to our options to fund a
feasibility study and a broadband project. It was a good exchange of ideas and
we look forward to continuing discussions with the group.

4. CDC UPDATE
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A draft agreement has been submitted to FutureHeights for review. The
agreement as it stands reflects the Council discussion of July 2, 2018 where
consensus was reached to provide up to $100,000 over two years to
FutureHeights to engage in community development activities. The agreement is
broad and flexible in scope and allows FutureHeights to define their own
activities, budget, and performance metrics subject to City approval. After much
consideration of defining specific activities, we determined this was the best way
to achieve balance of flexibility and accountability while allowing FutureHeights
to get underway with their programming as quickly as possible.

June 2018 Financial Statements

Attached please find the June 2018 Unencumbered Balances Statement for All Funds and Review of
General Fund Statement.

Review of General Fund Statement
Revenue:

As of June 30, 2018, General Fund revenues are $1,968,098 higher than 2017. This is mainly
comprised of an increase of $382,072 in property taxes, an increase of $828,511 in income taxes, an
increase of $268,344 in landfill fees and an increase in other revenue of $238,663 for Workers
Compensation premium refunds. As you know, in 2017, landfill fees were billed monthly in January and
February and were billed quarterly thereafter. Year-to-date June 2018 landfill fees are at 43% of budget
in comparison to 31% in prior year.

Expenditures:

Total general fund expenditures are at 50% of the budgeted amount and were 46% of the total yearly
expenditures for June 2017. June 2018 total general fund expenditures are $1,269,117 higher than
prior year. This total increase is the combination of personal services expense increases of $425,480
and other than personal services expense increases of $843,636.

June 2018 personal services are $425,480 higher than prior year and are at 47% of the 2018 budgeted
amount. As previously explained, this increase is the combination of a decrease in personal services
and, due to decreased prefunding in 2018, increases in Workers Compensation and hospitalization.
There were two pay period ends in January 2018 compared to three pay period ends in January 2017.
Salaries are $712,897 lower than prior year. Workers Compensation was not prefunded in 2018 and is
$623,651 higher than prior year. Hospitalization was prefunded $1,000,000 in 2017 and $500,000 in
2018 and is $262,174 higher than prior year.

Expenses other than personal services as of June 2018 are $843,636 higher in comparison to prior
year. June 2018 encumbrances are $273,394 higher than prior year. Expenditures are $570,242
higher than prior year mainly due to differences in budgeted transfer amounts of $289,143 for Joint
Dispatch, increased material and supplies expense of $52,373 in the Vehicle Maintenance
Department, timing differences of payments to outside contractors in the Building Department of
$105,681 and timing differences of 2" half distributions to the Cedar/Lee and Cedar Fairmount SIDs of
$89,406.

Architectural Board of Review
Eighteen projects (primarily single-family homes’ siding, windows and garages)
were reviewed. Hebrew Academy received approval to replace a wood fire escape
by building a fully enclosed stair clad in stone that matches the rest of the Oakwood
clubhouse. This building is now fully occupied with classrooms and administrative
offices. Solar panels were approved on the roof of 2278 Westminster Road.

Board of Zoning Appeals
Single-family homeowners at 3669 and
3659 Fenley Road each have an
attached one-car garage and wanted to
widen the driveway to afford side-by-
side parking. Two Fenley couples spoke
against the variances for aesthetic
reasons. A third applicant at 2378
North Taylor was granted a similar
variance. The Board cited an on-street
parking prohibition and higher speed
limit on North Taylor. Staff will see if
the Fenley owners want to revise their
proposals to request less paving and
more landscaping. Newest member P

Activities and Initiatives:

1. Community Reinvestment Area Re-Design Update

In response to questions at the Committee of the Whole meeting regarding the effective date of the
proposed CRA tax exemptions, | would suggest the following language be added to Section 15 of the
legislation:

“This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period allowed by law and
upon approval and confirmation by the Director of the Ohio Development Services Agency of the findings
of this Ordinance. Said approval and confirmation date by the Director of the Ohio Development
Services Agency shall be deemed to be the “Effective Date” of this CRA Program. For a given construction
project to be eligible for exemptions under this CRA, the date of the building permit issued for said
project must occur after the Effective Date of the program.”

If the date of the building permit for a project is after the state’s approval date of our CRA, then we are
incentivizing this new construction or remodeling, which is what our intent has been. If we provide tax
abatement for a project that began before the CRA is in place, then it appears we are incentivizing
projects that went forward in the past that didn’t require an abatement in order to go forward. The
exceptions noted in Exhibit C of the legislation are just that — exceptions and unique situations — College
Club, for example, is a relatively large multi-phase redevelopment project in an existing CRA that will not
go forward without tax abatement, so that is what makes it different from say an addition or new
construction on a house that was started earlier this year or last year.

This 4t Reading of this legislation will be ready for consideration at the July 30 Council meeting.
2. Meadowbrook & Lee Site Redevelopment Update

The Meadowbrook & Lee Site has been vacant since 2005. The City has attempted to redevelopment
the site in the past, in 2006/2007 and again in 2012/2013 without achieving success.

The Administration and Council, through a thorough vetting process culminating in the June 11 finalist
presentations and interview process, have identified a very strong Development Partner in Cedar Lee
Connections LLC to negotiate a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with in order to take the first
step towards successful redevelopment of this critical site. One of the partners, the Snavely Group, has
a tremendous track record of desirable past projects. An example is “The Quarter” development in Ohio
City.

The proposed planis for a retail and residential mixed use building with co-working space and chef driven
restaurant space having a unique and exciting design including a “V” shaped plaza along Lee
Road. Projected capital investment of $19,000,000+/- is proposed, with an estimated increase in annual
income tax revenue to the City of $228,000.

Legislation to negotiate an MOU and for outside legal counsel is ready for consideration at the July 30
Council meeting.

3. Cedar Lee SID Renewal

There are two pieces of legislation in your packet related to the renewal of the Cedar Lee Special
Improvement District: a resolution declaring the necessity of implementing the SID plan and a resolution
creating an Assessment Equalization Board to hear objections in the event one or more are filed by
property owners in the District. Jeff Rink, Leonard Horowitz, and Michelle Kolbe have agreed to serve on
the board, which would meet on Wednesday, August 29 at 9am at City Hall if there are objections filed.
The final pieces of legislation for the Cedar Lee renewal would then need to be passed at the September
4 Council meeting.

4. Taylor Road Historic District — Ohio Preservation Tax

First Suburbs Housing Committee had guest speaker Greg Goth, Tax Assessment Manager
Cuyahoga County Fiscal Office, to discuss the upcoming county tax forfeiture sale. This sale
deals with properties that have been to tax foreclosure sale and were not purchased for the
delinquent tax amounts. The County Land Bank has been a major partner with our city and
other communities to restore these properties to tax productive status.

The Cuyahoga County Fiscal Office Tax Commissioner is continuing to perform their 2018 six
year real property re-appraisal and have estimated that the City of Cleveland Heights will see
increases of 7.9% on residential property, and 9.5% on commercial/industrial property. The
County Fiscal Office will be hosting a meeting on Tuesday, July 31, 2018 at 2:30 p.m. at the
Educational Service Center of Northeast Ohio to discuss the 2018 Sexennial Appraisal with all
Mayors, Managers, Finance Directors and School Treasurers of Cuyahoga County.

A recently renovated property at 3328 Altamont Ave is pending transfer from the County Land
Bank to the renovator Kenneth Anderson. This completely renovated single family house was
once on the City demo list and through efforts to steer the tax delinquent structure through BOR
tax foreclosure, the County Land Bank was able to partner with Mr. Anderson to restore this

property. Mr. Anderson will be listing this POS compliant house for sale in the near future.

Two fire damaged structures on Desota Ave. were demolished this week. 3427 Desota Ave. and
3365 Desota Ave. were both victims of house fires earlier in the year.

On Tuesday, July 17,2018, just after 4:00 pm officers were alerted to a possible stolen vehicle traveling
northbound on Lee Rd. from Cedar Rd. As officers arrived to the area, the vehicle in question struck
another vehicle at Superior and Somerton. After striking the vehicle, the driver exited the car and ran
westbound on Somerton. Officers conducted an exhaustive and thorough search of the area and were
able to locate the suspect in the area of Edgehill and Washington. The adult male was subsequently laced
under arrest. There were no serious injuries reported.

On Thursday, July 19, 2018, around 10:00 pm officers responded to a report of a robbery that occurred
at 1700 Crest, Milikin School. Three juvenile males were walking home and cut through the school lot
when they were approached by the four suspect males. One of the suspects brandished a handgun and
robbed the victims of their property. While checking the area officers located three males matching the
description of the suspects. One male was immediately detained while the other two ran from the park
but were located by officers a short time later. All three males, one adult and two juveniles, were
identified as being involved in the robbery and were also found to be in possession of the victims’
property. In addition, one handgun was also recovered. The two juveniles were admitted to the Juvenile
Detention Center and the adult male is in custody in the Cleveland Heights Jail. Detectives are
continuing to investigate.

The former assisted living wings hidden
behind the mansion will be demolished. The buildings to be demolished were
built in the late 1950s and in 1973. Evaluations found that reuse was
unfeasible. A small planter in the courtyard turned out to be original to the
mansion. The stone had originally been part of a fountain but will again be
used as a planter. The Concept Site Plan indicates that most trees larger than
6"”-diameter at breast height will be preserved. Mr. Difrancesco showed the
treatments of the walls that would be exposed after the demolition. A
comprehensive renovation of the mansion will occur in the future. The
condition of the carriage house’s wall that will be exposed is not known, but
repairs will match existing material. Sensitivity to the historic fabric is the
goal.

e Mr. Wellman supported the approach and liked the green space.

e In response to a comment from Ms. Fliegel, Mr. Difrancesco said he hopes
that the carriage house wall will be largely intact with its window openings.
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e Ms. Fliegel said she was comfortable approving the design as-is with the
understanding that another ABR approval would be needed for unforeseen,
significant deviations.

ACTION: Mr. Wellman moved to approve the demolition and alterations as
shown on the plans by hd+s Architecture, received June 5, 2018. Seconded
by Mr. Goss, the motion was unanimously approved.

ABR 2018-348: Marc Jaffee, 2683 West St. James Parkway, requests to
install rain barrel left of front bay window behind shrubs.
e Mr. Wong showed the applicant’s slides of the rain barrel and said that

adjacent neighbors were sent the ABR agenda. According to the applicant,
neighbor and architect Jim Streff was supportive.
ACTION: Ms. Fliegel said the rain barrel looked fine. Other members raised
no objections, so the barrel was approved.

ORDINANCE NO. 77-2018 (F), Fourth Reading

By Council Member Stephens

An Ordinance implementing Sections 3735.65 through 3735.70 of the Ohio Revised Code,
establishing and describing the boundaries of a community reinvestment area in the City of
Cleveland Heights, State of Ohio, designating a housing officer to administer the program, and
creating a community reinvestment housing council and a tax incentive review council; and
declaring an emergency.

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Cleveland Heights (hereinafter “Council”) desires to
pursue all reasonable and legitimate incentive measures to assist and encourage development
throughout the City of Cleveland Heights in specific areas that have not enjoyed reinvestment from
remodeling or new construction;

WHEREAS, a survey of housing, a copy of which is on file in the City’s Departments of
Planning and Development and Economic Development, as required by Ohio Revised Code
(“ORC”) Section 3735.66, has been prepared for the area to be included in the proposed Community
Reinvestment Area;

WHEREAS, the maintenance of existing and construction of new structures in such area
would serve to encourage economic stability, maintain real property values, and generate new
employment opportunities;

WHEREAS, the previously enacted legislation establishing eight (8) Community
Reinvestment Areas, listed in attached Exhibit C, is hereby terminated and superseded by this
ordinance, provided, however, that certain properties and projects listed in Exhibits C.1, C.2, and
C.3 shall be governed by the applicable past and current ordinances, as the case may be, until the
dates of termination set forth in Exhibits C.1, C.2, and C.3; and

WHEREAS, the remodeling of existing structures or the construction of new structures in
this Community Reinvestment Area constitutes a public purpose for which real property exemptions
may be granted.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Cleveland Heights, Ohio, that:

SECTION 1. The area designated as the Cleveland Heights Community Reinvestment Area
constitutes an area in which housing facilities or structures of historical significance are located, and
in which new construction or repair of existing facilities has been discouraged.

SECTION 2. Pursuant to ORC Section 3735.66, the Cleveland Heights Community
Reinvestment Area is hereby established in the following described area:
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The Community Reinvestment Area shall be located within and bounded by the existing
corporation limits of the City of Cleveland Heights.

The Community Reinvestment Area is approximately depicted as the shaded area on the map
attached to this Ordinance (see Exhibit A) and by this reference incorporated herein.

Only residential, mixed use, commercial and/or industrial properties consistent with the
applicable zoning regulations within the designated Community Reinvestment Area will be eligible
for exemptions under this Program. Mixed use development is higher density commercial and/or
residential development of a tract of land, building or structure having a variety of complementary
and integrated uses such as, but not limited to, residential, office, and retail.

SECTION. 3 All properties identified in Exhibit A as being within the designated
Community Reinvestment Area are eligible for this incentive, subject to the combination of project
types listed below in Section 4. This proposal is a public/private partnership intended to promote
and expand conforming uses in the designated area. As part of the project, the City of Cleveland
Heights intends to undertake supporting public improvements in the designated area.

SECTION 4. Within the Community Reinvestment Area, the percentage of the tax
exemption on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from improvements to mixed use,
commercial and industrial real property, and the term of those exemptions, shall be negotiated on a
case-by-case basis in advance of construction or remodeling occurring according to the rules
outlined in the ORC Section 3735.67. The results of the negotiation as approved by this Council
will be set in writing in a Community Reinvestment Area Agreement as outlined in ORC Section
3735.671. For residential property, a tax exemption on the increase in the assessed valuation
resulting from the improvements as described in ORC Section 3735.67 shall be granted upon
application by the property owner and certification thereof by the designated Housing Officer in the
following percentage amounts and periods.

The following housing, mixed use, commercial and industrial activities in the Community
Reinvestment Area are declared to be a public purpose:

a. The construction of new single family owner-occupied dwellings containing not more than
one housing unit, as described in ORC Section 3735.67, with the term and percentage of the
exemption from real property taxation as stated below:

The owner-occupant of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area may
file an application for exemption from real property tax for a period of five (5) years for
twenty-five percent (25%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the
improvements for the housing activities as described in ORC Section 3735.67.
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If such housing activities are certified through third-party verification of compliance by a
certified rater as meeting or exceeding the U.S. Green Building Council’s (USGBC)
Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) “Silver” level category, or
substantially equivalent rating system including Enterprise Green Communities, as
developed by Enterprise Community Partners, or the National Association of Home Builders
National Model Green Home Building Guidelines (“Sustainability Requirement”):

The owner-occupant of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area may
file an application for exemption from real property tax for a period of ten (10) years for fifty
percent (50%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for
the housing activities as described in ORC Section 3735.67.

If the aforementioned new single family owner-occupied dwelling meets five (5) of the
target reinvestment criteria listed in Exhibit B, the owner-occupant of any such real property
in the Community Reinvestment Area may file an application for exemption from real
property tax for a period of twelve (12) years for seventy-five percent (75%) on the increase
in the assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities
described in ORC Section 3735.67.

If the aforementioned new single family dwelling meets six (6) or more of the target
reinvestment criteria listed in Exhibit B, the owner-occupant of any such real property in the
Community Reinvestment Area may file an application for exemption from real property tax
for a period of fifteen (15) years for one hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the
assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in
ORC Section 3735.67.

b. The construction of new two family dwellings containing not more than two housing unit, as
described in ORC Section 3735.67, with the term and percentage of the exemption from real
property taxation as stated below:

The owner of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area may file an
application for exemption from real property tax for a period of five (5) years for twenty-five
percent (25%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for
the housing activities as described in ORC Section 3735.67.

If such housing activities are certified through third-party verification of compliance by a
certified rater as meeting or exceeding the U.S. Green Building Council’s (USGBC)
Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) “Silver” level category or
substantially equivalent rating system including Enterprise Green Communities, as
developed by Enterprise Community Partners, or the National Association of Home Builders
National Model Green Home Building Guidelines (*Sustainability Requirement”), the owner
of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area may file an application for

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exemption from real property tax for a period of ten (10) years for fifty percent (50%) on the
increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities
as described in ORC Section 3735.67.

If the aforementioned Sustainability Requirement Certified new two-family dwelling meets
five (5) of the target reinvestment criteria listed in Exhibit B, the owner of any such real
property in the Community Reinvestment Area may file an application for exemption from
real property tax for a period of twelve (12) years for seventy-five percent (75%) on the
increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities
described in ORC Section 3735.67.

If the aforementioned Sustainability Requirement Certified new two-family dwelling meets
six (6) or more of the target reinvestment criteria listed in Exhibit B, the owner of any such
real property in the Community Reinvestment Area may file an application for exemption
from real property tax for a period of fifteen (15) years for one hundred percent (100%) on
the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing
activities described in ORC Section 3735.67.

c. The construction of dwelling units consisting of new fee simple owner-occupied townhome
or condominium structures, as described in ORC Section 3735.67, with the term and
percentage of the exemption from real property taxation as stated below:

The fee simple owner of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area may
file an application for exemption from real property tax for a period of five (5) years for
twenty-five percent (25%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the
improvements for the housing activities described in ORC Section 3735.67.

If such housing activities are certified through third-party verification of compliance by a
certified rater as meeting or exceeding the U.S. Green Building Council’s (USGBC)
Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) “Silver” level category or
substantially equivalent rating system including Enterprise Green Communities, as
developed by Enterprise Community Partners, or the National Association of Home Builders
National Model Green Home Building Guidelines (“Sustainability Requirement”):

The fee simple owner of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area may
file an application for exemption from real property tax for a period of seven (7) years for
sixty-five percent (65%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the
improvements for the housing activities described in ORC Section 3735.67.

The fee simple owner of any such owner-occupied real property in the Community
Reinvestment Area having a per unit investment of no less than $400,000 for each unit, may
file an application for exemption from real property tax for a period of fifteen (15) years for

one hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the
improvements for the housing activities described in ORC Section 3735.67.

The fee simple owner of any such owner-occupied real property in the Community
Reinvestment Area meeting five (5) of the target reinvestment criteria listed in Exhibit B,
and having a per unit investment of no less than $335,000 for each unit, may file an
application for exemption from real property tax for a period of fifteen (15) years for one
hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the
improvements for the housing activities described in ORC Section 3735.67.

The fee simple owner of any such owner-occupied real property in the Community
Reinvestment Area meeting six (6) or more of the target reinvestment criteria listed in
Exhibit B, and having a per unit investment of no less than $270,000 for each unit, may file
an application for exemption from real property tax for a period of fifteen (15) years for one
hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the
improvements for the housing activities described in ORC Section 3735.67.

The construction of new multiple-family building dwelling units having three (3) or more
units as described in ORC Section 3735.67, with the term and percentage of the exemption
from real property taxation as stated below, with such housing activities required to be
certified through third-party verification of compliance by a certified rater as meeting or
exceeding the U.S. Green Building Council’s (USGBC) Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design (LEED) “Silver” level category or substantially equivalent rating
system including Enterprise Green Communities, as developed by Enterprise Community
Partners, or the National Association of Home Builders National Model Green Home
Building Guidelines (“Sustainability Requirement”):

The owner of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area, having a
minimum investment level of $75,000 per unit or costs greater than $1,500,000 for the total
residential portion of the project, may file an application for exemption from real property
tax for a period of seven (7) years for fifty percent (50%) on the increase in the assessed
valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in ORC
Section 3735.67.

The owner of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area that is part of a
development project that upon completion constitutes an investment of no less than
$3,000,000 per development project may file an application for exemption from real property
tax for a period of ten (10) years for one hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the
assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in
ORC Section 3735.67.

The construction of new mixed use, commercial and/or industrial real property shall be
5
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eligible for a tax exemption up to and including one hundred percent (100%) and the term of
those exemptions being up to fifteen (15) years on the increase in the assessed valuation
resulting from the improvements, shall be negotiated on a case-by-case basis in advance of
construction occurring according to the rules outlined in the ORC Section 3765.67. The
results of the negotiation as approved by this Council will be set in writing in a Community
Reinvestment Area Agreement as outlined in ORC Section 3735.671. Such activities must be
as a result of a development plan that upon completion constitutes an investment of no less
than $3,000,000. Such activities shall be required to be certified through third-party
verification of compliance by a certified rater as meeting or exceeding the U.S. Green
Building Council’s (USGBC) Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED)
“Silver” level category or substantially equivalent rating system including Enterprise Green
Communities, as developed by Enterprise Community Partners, or the National Association
of Home Builders National Model Green Home Building Guidelines (“Sustainability
Requirement”).

f. Remodeling construction activities resulting in the remodeling of existing single family
owner-occupied dwellings containing not more than one housing unit, as described in ORC
Section 3735.67, where the per unit cost of the improvements is at least $10,000, the term
and percentage of the exemption from real property taxation resulting from such remodeling
activities shall be as stated below:

The owner-occupant of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area may
file an application for exemption from real property tax for a period of seven (7) years for
fifty percent (50%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the
improvements for the housing activities described in ORC Section 3735.67.

If the aforementioned existing single family dwelling meets five (5) of the target
reinvestment criteria listed in Exhibit B, the owner-occupant of any such real property in the
Community Reinvestment Area may file an application for exemption from real property tax
for a period of ten (10) years for seventy-five percent (75%) on the increase in the assessed
valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in ORC
Section 3735.67.

If the aforementioned existing single family dwelling meets six (6) or more of the target
reinvestment criteria listed in Exhibit B, the owner-occupant of any such real property in the
Community Reinvestment Area may file an application for exemption from real property tax
for a period of twelve (12) years for one hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the
assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in
ORC Section 3735.67.

g. Remodeling construction activities resulting in the remodeling of existing two-family
dwellings containing not more than two housing units, as described in ORC Section 3735.67,

6
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where the per unit cost of the improvements is at least $10,000, the term and percentage of
the exemption from real property taxation resulting from such remodeling activities shall be
as stated below:

The owner of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area may file an
application for exemption from real property tax for a period of seven (7) years for fifty
percent (50%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for
the housing activities described in ORC Section 3735.67.

If the aforementioned existing two-family dwelling meets five (5) of the target reinvestment
criteria listed in Exhibit B, the owner of any such real property in the Community
Reinvestment Area may file an application for exemption from real property tax for a period
of ten (10) years for seventy-five percent (75%) on the increase in the assessed valuation
resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in ORC Section
3735.67.

If the aforementioned existing two-family dwelling meets six (6) or more of the target
reinvestment criteria listed in Exhibit B, the owner of any such real property in the
Community Reinvestment Area may file an application for exemption from real property tax
for a period of twelve (12) years for one hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the
assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in
ORC Section 3735.67.

h. Remodeling construction activities, as described in ORC Section 3735.67, resulting in the
conversion of existing two-family dwelling unit structures to owner-occupied single family
dwelling units or attached single family dwelling units, or owner-occupied condominiums, or
renovation construction activities resulting in the conversion of existing two-family dwelling
unit structures to owner-occupied condominiums, where the cost of the improvements is at
least $25,000 may file an application for exemption from real property tax for a period of
twelve (12) years for one hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the assessed valuation
resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in ORC Section
3735.67.

i. Remodeling construction activities, as described in ORC Section 3735.67, resulting in the
rehabilitation of an owner-occupied single or a two-family building, and/or a multiple-family
building residential dwelling units in a contributing building in any National Register
Historic District or is a locally designated historic landmark located within the City of
Cleveland Heights that follows the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation;
and that has a minimum investment of $10,000 in rehabilitation costs; the owner of such
property may file a real property tax exemption application for a period of ten (10) years for
one hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the
improvements for the housing activities described in ORC Section 3735.67.

7
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j.  Remodeling construction activities, as described in ORC Section 3735.67, resulting in the
remodeling of multi-family building dwelling units having three (3) or more units, with the
term and percentage of the exemption from real property taxation as stated below:

The owner of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area, having a
minimum investment level of $25,000 per unit or costs greater than $500,000 for the total
residential portion of the project, may file an application for exemption from real property
tax for a period of seven (7) years for fifty percent (50%) on the increase in the assessed
valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in ORC
Section 3735.67.

The owner of any such real property in the Community Reinvestment Area that is part of a
development project that upon completion constitutes an investment of no less than
$1,000,000 per development project may file an application for exemption from real property
tax for a period of ten (10) years for one hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the
assessed valuation resulting from the improvements for the housing activities described in
ORC Section 3735.67.

k. Remodeling construction activities to existing mixed use, commercial and/or industrial real
property shall be eligible for a tax exemption up to twelve (12) years and up to and including
one hundred percent (100%) on the increase in the assessed valuation resulting from the
improvements for the activities described in ORC Section 3735.67, and shall be negotiated
on a case-by-case basis in advance of construction occurring according to the rules outlined
in the ORC Section 3735.67. The results of the negotiation as approved by this Council will
be set in writing in a Community Reinvestment Area Agreement as outlined in ORC Section
3735.671. Such activities must be as a result of a development plan that upon completion
constitutes an investment of no less than $250,000.

For the purposes of the above described Community Reinvestment Area, structures exclusively
used for residential purposes and composed of one (1) or more units shall be classified as residential
structures.

If remodeling qualifies for an exemption, during the period of the exemption, the exempted
percentage of the dollar amount of the increase in market value of the structure shall be exempt from
real property taxation. If new construction qualifies for an exemption, during the period of the
exemption the exempted percentage of the structure shall not be considered to be an improvement on
the land on which it is located for the purpose of real property taxation.

To be eligible for a tax exemption within this Community Reinvestment Area, the construction
activities stated above shall not demolish or intentionally physically destroy the architectural
character and distinguishing features of any contributing building or structure located in an

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established National Register Historic District, or is a locally designated historic landmark as
identified in Exhibit B Map B-V. However, if said building or structure so designated is determined
by the City to have reached a condition rendering the building uninhabitable or unusable, said
building or structure could be demolished and the new construction improvements would be eligible
for tax abatement as described in this Section.

SECTION 5. All commercial and industrial projects are required to comply with the state
application fee requirements of ORC Section 3735.672 (C) and the local annual monitoring fee of
one percent of the amount of taxes exempted under the agreement - a minimum of $500 up to a
maximum of $2500 annually unless waived.

SECTION 6. To administer and implement the provisions of this Ordinance, the City’s
Economic Development Director is designated as the Housing Officer as described in Sections
3735.65 through 3735.70.

SECTION 7. ORC Section 3735.69 states that a “Community Reinvestment Area Housing
Council” shall be created, and the City of Cleveland Heights has previously created said Housing
Council which will continue to serve as the Housing Council for this Community Reinvestment
Area, consisting of two members appointed by the Mayor of the City of Cleveland Heights, two
members appointed by the Council of the City of Cleveland Heights, and one member appointed by
the Planning Commission of the City of Cleveland Heights. The majority of the members shall then
appoint two additional members who shall be residents within the area. Terms of the members of
the Housing Council shall be for three years. An unexpired term resulting from a vacancy in the
Housing Council shall be filled in the same manner as the initial appointment was made. The
Community Reinvestment Area Housing Council shall make an annual inspection of the properties
within the district for which an exemption has been granted under Section 3735.67 of the ORC. The
Housing Council shall also hear appeals under Section 3735.70 of the ORC.

A Tax Incentive Review Council shall be established pursuant to ORC Section 5709.85, and
the City of Cleveland Heights has previously established said Tax Incentive Review Council which
will continue to serve as the Tax Incentive Review Council for this Community Reinvestment Area,
and shall consist of three representatives appointed by the Cuyahoga County Executive with the
concurrence of County Council, two representatives of the municipal corporation, appointed by the
Municipal CEO with City Council concurrence, the county auditor or designee and a representative
of each affected Board of Education. At least two members must be residents of the City of
Cleveland Heights. The Tax Incentive Review Council shall review annually the compliance of all
agreements involving the granting of exemptions for commercial or industrial real property
improvements under Section 3735.671, of the ORC and make written recommendations to City
Council as to continuing, modifying or terminating said agreement based upon the performance of
the agreement.

SECTION 8. The Council reserves the right to re-evaluate the designation of the Cleveland
9
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Heights Community Reinvestment Area after December 31, 2019 and annually thereafter, at which
time the Council may direct the Housing Officer not to accept any new applications for exemptions
as described in Section 3735.67 of the ORC. Furthermore, the Cleveland Heights Community
Reinvestment Area program shall be reviewed by City Council at least once every five (5) years to
evaluate the results and overall performance of the program.

SECTION 9. The Community Reinvestment Area Housing Council shall make an annual
inspection of the properties within the district for which an exemption has been granted under
Section 3735.67 of the ORC. The Housing Council shall also hear appeals under 3735.70, of the
ORC.

SECTION 10. Under ORC Section 3735.68, the City, upon receiving a recommendation
from the Tax Incentive Review Council, may terminate the tax exemption after the first year if the
Housing Officer finds that the property is not being properly maintained or repaired due to the
neglect of the owner; and once terminated shall not reinstate the tax exemption. The Housing
Officer shall include this requirement on the application for tax exemption signed by the applicant.

SECTION 11. The City, upon receiving a recommendation from the Tax Incentive Review
Council, may terminate the tax exemption after the first year if the Housing Officer finds that the
property taxes have become delinquent; and once terminated the City shall not reinstate the tax
exemption. The Housing Officer shall include this requirement on the application for tax exemption
signed by the applicant.

SECTION 12. The previously enacted legislation establishing eight (8) Community
Reinvestment Areas, listed in attached Exhibit C, is hereby terminated and superseded by this
ordinance, provided, however, that properties and projects listed in Exhibits C.1, C.2, and C.3 shall
be governed by the applicable past and current ordinances, as the case may be, until the date of
termination set forth in Exhibits C.1, C.2, and C.3, respectively.

SECTION 13. The Council hereby finds and determines that all formal actions relative to the
passage of this Ordinance were taken in an open meeting of this Council, that all deliberations of this
Council and of its committees, if any, which resulted in formal action were taken in meetings open
to the public, in full compliance with the applicable legal requirements, including Section 121.22 of
the ORC.

SECTION 14. The City Manager of the City of Cleveland Heights is hereby directed and
authorized to petition the Director of the Ohio Development Services Agency for approval and
confirmation of the findings contained within this Ordinance.

SECTION 15. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest
period allowed by law and upon approval and confirmation by the Director of the Ohio Development
Services Agency of the findings of this Ordinance. Said approval and confirmation date by the
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Director of the Ohio Development Services Agency shall be deemed to be the “Effective Date” of
this CRA Program. For a given construction project to be eligible for exemptions under this CRA,
the date of the building permit issued for said project must occur after the Effective Date of the
program.

SECTION 16. Notice of the passage of this Ordinance shall satisfy the requirements of ORC
Section 3735.66 and Cod. Ord. 111.23 by publishing the full text of the Ordinance without exhibits,
the exhibits being available for review, in a newspaper of general circulation in the City, once a
week for two consecutive weeks immediately following its adoption.

SECTION 17. This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure immediately
necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the inhabitants of the City of
Cleveland Heights, such emergency being the need to implement said agreement as soon as possible.
Wherefore, provided it receives the affirmative vote of five (5) or more of the members elected or
appointed to this Council, this Ordinance shall take effect and be in force immediately upon its
passage; otherwise, it shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest time allowed by
law.

A Resolution expressing approval and support for the development of State Bicycle Route
80; and declaring an emergency.

WHEREAS, bicycle tourism is a growing industry in North America, contributing $47
billion a year to the economies of communities that provide facilities for such tourists; and

WHEREAS, the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials
(“AASHTQO”) has designated a series of corridors crossing Ohio to be developed as various US
Bicycle Routes; and

WHEREAS, the Ohio Department of Transportation (“ODOT”) has designated a series of
corridors crossing Ohio to be developed as various State Bicycle Routes; and

WHEREAS, ODOT is supportive of the AASHTO designated bicycle routes through
Ohio, subject to ongoing collaboration with affected jurisdictions to inventory, analyze, and
designate specific facilities the routes will traverse; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cleveland Heights and the Adventure Cycling Association, with
the cooperation of the ODOT and other stakeholders, have proposed specific routes to be
designated as State Bicycle Route 80, a map of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, City staff has investigated the proposed route and found it to be a suitable
route and have recommended its designation by AASHTO; and

WHEREAS, this Council desires that said route be designated so that it can be mapped and
signed, thereby promoting bicycle tourism in the City of Cleveland Heights; and
